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Louisville club supports
Boys & Girls Clubs

The Optimist Club of Louisville has
joined LG&E, Kroger, Community
Foundation of Louisville and Kindred
Healthcare in pledging significant funds
to support Boys & Girls Clubs of
Kentuckiana's (BGCK) Club expansion
efforts. Today, the Optimist Club
awarded the organization $15,000. The
East End Optimist Club was a founding
partner of BGCK and today the Optimist
Club of Louisville continues its close
involvement and financial support of the
organization.

The Salvation Army was forced to
close its four Boys & Girls Clubs on
October 21 due to a lack of funding.
This prompted community-wide con-
cern that more than 1,700 boys and girls
throughout the area would no longer
have access to a Club. In response,
BGCK board and staff have focused on
atimely resolution of this matter to pro-
mote a seamless transition for the chil-
dren, parents and staff of the closed
Salvation Army Clubs. On Monday,
October 31, BGCK began transporting
members of the former Salvation Army
Parkland and Portland Boys & Girls
Clubs to the Shawnee Boys & Girls
Club. In order to renovate and operate
the Newburg, Parkland and Portland
Clubs, BGCK must secure significant
financial support from the community.

After school activities

BGCK offers its members a safe,
convenient and affordable place to
spend time after school and during
school breaks. "Our youth are engaged
in activities and programs that enhance
their self-esteem and build life skills
which make them less likely to become
involved in costly and destructive
behavior,” said Jennifer Helgeson,
BGCK President & CEO. "They take
responsibility for their own actions,
encourage peers to do the same and act
as role models for younger boys and
girls" Boys & Girls Clubs help youth

advance in three primary outcome areas:
academic success, healthy lifestyles and
good character and citizenship. 1n 2010,
BGCK served 1,267 youth. The cost for
parents to send their child to a Club is
$15 per year while the cost to BGCK for
one year of programming per child is
$800.

L G& E announced a $50,000 call-to-
action grant October 21 to support
BGCK's quest to re-open the former
Salvation Army Clubs. The Kroger
Company stepped up with a $50,000
donation, the Community Foundation of
Louisville awarded $20,000 to BGCK
through its Fund for Louisville and
Kindred Healthcare awarded $50,000 in
support of Club expansion.
