Give a description of the project.

Easter egg hunt provided for children ages 0 — 12 vears old. The age groups are
divided into age 0 — 3., 4 — 8 and 9 — 12. There is candy or coupons in every egg.
approximately 1,200 eggs per age group. After the egg hunt is completed, we raffle
off prizes. Raffle tickets are free to all the children. Prizes can include stuffed

animals, baskets filled with crayons and coloring books, board games, puzzles and
scooters.

It’s a
great family event that brings everyone in the community together.

Why did your Club choose to do this project?

We wanted to reach a large number of children in the community and also provide a
safe and fun environment for children to enjoy the Easter holiday.

Publicity took the form of information placed in the local newspaper, The News

Enterprise. They have a section called “Community Events” in which you can place
vour event for free. Fliers promoting the event were also distributed to the local

schools. Qur club is in contact with the Family Resource Center at the elementary
schools and thev will ensure all fliers are handed out to each individual student. At
the middle school level, fliers are posted at the front desk.

e A date must be selected for the event. We hold ours on Easter Saturday at
11:30 a.m,

e The location must be reserved. Our parks are regulated by the City of
Radcliff Parks and Recreation Department. We call well in advance
{(approximately 6 months in advance) to reserve the location and ask for about
2 hours before the event and 1 hour after the event for set up and clean up.

e We have an Easter bunny costume, but if you do not have one, you may want
to purchase it in advance. We must find someone fo wear the costume; we
normally turn to our JOOI club for assistance or other local high school
students.

e Plastic eges must be purchased. Many times, local stores such as Wal-Mart
will donate these items. We have written letters for a donation and they may

The door prizes are set up on long tables and a person is assigned to hand out
the raffle tickets and keep them until the time of the raffle.

Members are needed to stand guard in front of each area to hold off the
children from grabbing eggs until time to hunt. This vear we had one official
person to watch the time to begin. A homn was sounded off and the children
were let loose to hunt. We were very happy with our new location of Duvall
Ball Park because each area was fenced off. This kept the kids out of the egg
hunting area until the official time. We let them in the fence a few minutes
prior to the horn sounding in order to let them line up without trampling each
other through the gate. Parents were QONLY allowed in with the 0 — 3 age
oroup. The other age groups are old enough to run on their own (we had one
oirl in a wheelchair in the 4 — 8 age group so of course we made exception for
her).

After all the hunting was done, they headed back to the pavilion where the
prizes were located for the raffle. One person picked the numbers while
another handed out prizes. We tried to make sure girls got girl toys and boys
oot boy toys. Some items were unisex, such as puzzles or games. Use your
